EAST END ECO TOUR

SNUBA is a safe (no training required) scuba alternative 
that will let you/your children experience a “genuine 
scuba-like immersion at 20-25 feet”.  With absolutely 
no previous scuba experience necessary, this adventure 
is a perfect introduction to the world below. Ages 8 and 
older are able to descend a maximum depth of 20 feet, 
while children 5 to 7 year olds are able to enjoy the view 
from the surface. All of the necessary gear is included 
(including wetsuits).

It’s perhaps the most popular attraction on the Island these 
days. Propel down 5 separate ziplines dropping from 500 
feet to 60 feet above sea level with one run that is 1,100 
lineal feet long all on its own. You will travel close to three 
quarters of a mile over the five consecutive ziplines at speeds 
pushing 45mph, eventually landing at Descanso Beach. 

East End 4x4 VIP tour is being specially customized for 
our group (27 people at a time, traveling in 3 separate, 
state-of-the-art, open-air Hummer vehicles) to the remote 
East End of the island.  

Spectacular scenery, adventurous (but child-friendly) 
off-road travel, access to island areas and vistas 
generally inaccessable to the public.

YELLOW SUBMARINE

Snorkelling at Lover’s Cove Undersea Garden is an 
unusual and special experience.  It is a protected marine 
environment with beautiful kelp forests and friendly fish. 
Even standing knee-deep and tossing some breadcrumbs 
will prove to be a memorable, interactive fish encounter 
for your kids.

Our easy-to-use, high-tech GPS multimedia devices 
will lead the way. The interactive touch screen will allow 
you to personalize your tour based on your interests and 
timeframe. From the lonely tale behind the Holly Hill House 
to the legacy of the Great White Steamer and the secret 
of the serpentine wall, you will see and hear the past and 
present come to life as it passes by your footsteps. A single 
GPS multimedia unit will comfortably host four to six people. 

The “Yellow Submarine” ride in the Undersea Garden 
(also with fish feeding) is famous for its crystal clear 
water. These large, comfortable vessels bring the 
undersea world right to you. During these trips you’ll visit 
the Lover’s Cove Marine Preserve, where colorful fish and 
marine plants thrive amongst the kelp forests.
